Hazardous Waste Generation Areas

Section 3.1
55-gallon Generation Points


Hazardous wastes can be accumulated in containers at or near the point of generation where wastes initially accumulate, which is under the control of the operator of the process generating the waste,  provided that containers of waste are marked with the words "Hazardous Waste" and no more than 55-gallons of the same type waste, or 1 quart of acutely hazardous waste is being generated at the same time.  There is no time limit on how long a container can remain at one of these sites as long as the container remains in good condition, rust free with proper labels/markings; however, if and when a generator generates more than 55-gallons of hazardous waste or 1 quart of acutely hazardous waste, the full container(s) of waste must be closed out in HMMS and moved to the designated 90-day storage area and/or a permitted storage area the same day that the container is filled.

    Requirements for Waste Located at 55-gallon Generation Points

a. Waste must be under the control of the operator means the employee actually performing the work generating the HW or his supervisor.  At or near is generally in viewing distance.

b. All containers of waste must be labeled with a HW or non-HW label in accordance with Section 3.2 of this plan before the first drop of waste is placed into the container.

c. All drums must be positioned with labels facing outward. 

d. All containers of hazardous waste must be closed at all times except during the adding or removing of waste.

e. Hazardous Waste containers in shop must be clean with no residue on top. 

f. Top of drums and pallets must be clean and free of trash. 

g. Containers used for the collection of waste must be compatible with the contents of the drum (i.e., use drum liners for acids).

h. No more than 55 gallons of hazardous waste at a location is permitted at any time.

i. Mixing of waste is forbidden unless it is part of the waste profile and is listed on the hazardous waste label. Household trash (cups, napkins, paper, etc.) should never be disposed of as hazardous waste. 

j. Waste collection site drums should be in a location that is easily accessible to operators, towmotor drivers and hazmat inspectors.

k. Accumulation date placed on DRUMS when they are ready for turn-in.

l. Drums of waste must be closed properly when ready for turn in.  IE.  Rings not inverted, drums rings tightened.

m. Once full container of waste has been filled, immediately contact HWSF (ext. 7409) for pick-up.  

n. Waste drums must be turned into the HWSF as soon as accumulation date is placed on containers (call ext. 7409).  Waste has to be at HWSF within 24 hours of being filled.   


Section 3.2 
90-Day Storage Areas

    Locations where containers greater than 55-gallons are located, such as roll-off boxes and/or bags that are used for the collection of hazardous waste such as blasting media, are identified as 90-day storage  sites.  At these sites, waste can only accumulate for up to 90-days once the "first drop" of waste is added to container.  Immediately when the "first drop" of waste is placed into the container, the "accumulation date" is entered on the waste label.  At the end of the 90-days, the container/bags must be moved to a permitted storage facility or shipped off-site to an approved treatment, storage and disposal facility (TSDF) . If a roll-off box has a hazardous waste label it must contain only what is written on the label. If a roll-off box has a non-hazardous waste label it must contain non-hazardous waste only. Roll-off boxes labeled “empty” must not contain any waste; they must be re-label before use.  Contact the Hazardous Waste Storage Facility (HWSF, ext. 7409) to exchange “empty” label for “hazardous waste” label.

    All containers located within the 90-Day storage areas that contain waste will be properly labeled with labels generated from HMMS.         
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
