PART I

5.0  Abrasive Media Waste


The following is guidance for the proper handling and disposal of used abrasive blasting and grinding media waste.

a.
All spent abrasive blast media which is used and unfit for its intended use is to be handled as a hazardous waste.  No abrasive operations are exempt from this guidance unless otherwise specified by the Environmental Control and Engineering Division.

b.
Spent media is a hazardous waste based on analytical data and subject to all rules established for hazardous waste.

c. Spent media must be kept off the floor in the area of blast cleaning equipment and associated dust collectors.  A clean-up log sheet shall be annotated for each clean-up.  Floor sweepings must be handled as a hazardous waste.  This material shall be maintained separately if it contains waste other than blast media (i.e. wood, bolts, etc.) and not disposed of in the "roll-off" box.

The work area shall be swept a minimum of twice per shift. One cleaning shall be performed prior to lunch and another prior to the end of the first shift. 2nd Shift will clean prior to evening meal and prior to end of shift. Dust collectors must be cleaned 2 times per shift.  

d.
It is recommended that items in "c" above be "screened" to remove debris, then the blast media may be placed in the regular collection container, eliminating the need for a separate collection container for the floor sweepings.

e. Floor sweeping containing abrasive media shall be collected as "Spent Blast Media and Debris".  

f.
Spent media must be kept off the ground under the bag house collectors.  This is the responsibility of the supervisor of the blasting operation.  Excessive leakage from dust collectors should be reported and cleaned up immediately.  If leakage is due to equipment failure, report this to the DPW service order desk (phone: 6317) for repair.

g.
New unusable blast media must be disposed of as directed by the Environmental  
        
Control and Engineering Division.

h. All roll-off boxes used for collection of abrasive dust will be managed as 90 day   
satellite storage areas in accordance with Part I, Section 4.0.
i. All 55-gallon containers used for collection of "Spent Blasting Media" must be managed in accordance with Part I, Section 2.0.   
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
