6  Used Aerosol Spray Containers & Paint Filters


Used aerosol spray containers and contents are to be managed as a hazardous waste.  The following is guidance for the proper handling and disposal of used aerosol spray containers that are emptied of all contents (propellant and product) or that do not function properly (plugged or broken nozzle, etc.).

a.
These aerosol cans are considered a HW by ADEM and thus subject to established guidance pertaining to HW.

b.
Work area aerosol can collection containers need not be closed as required for other HW. 

c.
The container shall be labeled with a hazardous waste label identified as "USED AEROSOL CANS".  All other label fields shall be left blank.

d.
No other material can be placed in these containers. 

e.
Aerosol cans shall be transported to building 409 the last day of the week.  

f.
Insure Bldg 409 personnel are contacted prior to leaving cans for disposal.

g.
Cans will be separated prior to delivery to Building 409 according as follows :

Building 409 personnel dispose of container products into the appropriate disposal drum.

i.
Drum label information can be found in Section 2.0.

j.
Aerosol cans waiting for pucture and disposal shall be collected in 30 gallon metal containers NSN 7240-00-160-0440.  These are available from the Kyard.

USED PAINT FILTERS


All waste paint filters at Anniston Army Depot with the exception of the Ammunition area will be managed as hazardous waste.  Filters shall be placed in plastic bags and transported to the Hazardous Waste Storage Facility (Bldg 527).  Labelling of the bags is not necessary provided the removed filters are transported immediately to Bldg 527.


Ammunition area filters will be managed as a non-hazardous waste.


An exception to the above is that styrofoam filters used in conjuction with the application of aluminum paint will be disposed of by placing the filters in the appropriate solvent.
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
