PART I

7.  Cadmium Regulated Areas.


Areas on Depot designated as “Cadmium Regulated Areas” have special requirements with regard to worker protection and the handling of wastes generated.  The following guidance is for the handling of these wastes:  

Waste dust generated from the use of  HEPA vacuums is considered to be a hazardous waste and should be labeled according to Section 3.3 of this plan.  Additionally, the drum containing this waste must have a label with the following wording:

Danger

Contains Cadmium

Cancer Hazard

Avoid Creating Dust

Can Cause Lung and Kidney Disease

Floor sweepings from regulated areas are considered a hazardous waste and shall be labeled according to Section 2.3.


Clothing or personal protective equipment (gloves, shoes, etc.) and bags which contained contaminated clothing utilized in a regulated area that are to be disposed must be handled as a hazardous waste and shall be labeled according to Section 2.3.    


Floor sweepings from the use of the mechanical floor sweeper in the aisles (not in a regulated area) can be disposed of in a refuse container. 


Scrap metal and large debris can be put in a recycling bin.  The dust from the cadmium work area should not be placed in the recycling bin.
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
