9.  Spent Battery Disposal Guidance

The following is guidance for the proper disposal of used or unusable batteries.  DO NOT DISPOSE OF BATTERIES AS ORDINARY REFUSE.

a.   Disposal of batteries other than stated below is unauthorized.

b. Each Directorate, tenant, and contractor within ANAD shall collect and sort spent or unusable batteries according to type for turn-in to the Hazardous Waste Storage Facility (HWSF).

c. Spent or unusable batteries should be turned in at least every week (same frequency as spent aerosol cans).

d. Spent or unusable batteries shall be collected in 5-gallon containers and labeled as to its contents.  Batteries must be sorted at the collection point. The HWSF will provide labels and containers.

e. Consolidation of battery collection within buildings is encouraged.  For example: one consolidated “Used Battery” container for “Alkaline” batteries for building 409.

f. The battery consumer must contain any waste battery that shows evidence of leakage, spillage, or damage that could cause leakage under reasonably foreseeable conditions in an approved container.  The container must be closed, structurally sound, compatible with the contents of the battery or batteries, and must lack evidence of leakage, spillage, or damage that could cause leakage under reasonable foreseeable conditions. 

g. For battery waste guidance, Environmantal Support Team at 6624 or  DRK 7991.

h. At the time of turn-in, coordination shall be made by calling the HWSF (x7409).     

i. Lead-acid automotive type batteries will be recycled through DRMO.  Contact DRMO (ext. 7733) for turn-in requirements.

j.    Rechargeable batteries including Nickel-Cadmium, Lithium, Nickel Metal Hydride, and Lead Acid batteries are to be recycled.  Boxes for these types of batteries are located in buildings 79, 133, 421, and 527 (HWSF).  If you need assistance recycling these batteries, contact the Environmental Compliance Division, ext. 6350.
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
