Section I – Preface

Purpose

    This Hazardous Waste Guidance & Emergency Response guide is prepared for use and implementation at Anniston Army Depot located in Calhoun County, Alabama.  This plan describes the procedures, policies, and responsibilities for hazardous waste management activities such as waste identification, handling, stor​age, and emergency response tasks performed at the installation.  This plan is also designed to ensure that the hazardous waste tasks performed at the installation comply with the applicable federal, state, local, and Army regulations. 

    This plan will be used by all personnel at ANAD involved in the management of wastes containing hazardous constituents.  The plan establishes specific procedures to be followed while performing waste management activities such as waste generation, classification, containerizing and marking, labeling, trans​portation, accumulation, and emergency response.  

    This plan should be considered as an overview of hazardous waste management procedures and requirements.  Applicable regulations should be referenced for a complete and the most current listing of hazardous waste management requirements.

Hazardous Waste Activities

    ANAD is a large quantity hazardous waste generator (EPA Identification Number AL3210020027).  In addition, the facility also generates non-hazardous wastes; and stores, treats, and disposes of hazardous and nonhazardous wastes (Hazardous Waste Permit Number AL3210020027).  The installation generates waste from various activities involved in performing the three primary missions of the installation (vehicle maintenance, receipt and storage of supplies, and receipt and storage of ammunition).

    In addition to the wastes generated directly from primary mission activities, some waste streams are also generated from base support activities.  
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
