1  Non-Regulated Waste Items  Containing Petroleum Products  

Disposal of Waste Items Containing Petroleum Products

    The following is guidance for the proper handling and disposal of waste items such as paper towels, absorbents, hardware, etc., that are contaminated with petroleum products and which would not otherwise be handled as a hazardous waste.  This guidance will also cover "used oils".

    a.  Absorbent materials such as oil dry contaminated with petroleum products are to be disposed of as ordinary refuse only if the absorbent material is not saturated with oil to the point of dripping or extremely wet.  These items may be disposed of in the refuse waste containers in small amounts at any one time, and on an as generated basis.

    b.  Hardware in which petroleum products cannot be removed is NOT to be disposed of as ordinary refuse.  These items may be disposed of collectively in a 55-gallon drum using guidance in Section 2.0.  Disposal of the above items and other similar items in refuse containers is not permitted.     

     c.  Hardware in which excess petroleum products may be removed (i.e. grease containers, "O" rings, gaskets, hoses, hardware, etc.) may be disposed of as ordinary refuse once the excess petroleum product is removed.  Steam cleaning for small amounts is a suggested removal procedure.

    d.  Work areas are permitted to accumulate the waste in designated work area containers without regard to special handling requirements (as required of HW) except those that pertain to good housekeeping.  

    e.  Absorbent material should be disposed of as they accumulate (i.e. in the refuse waste containers).

f. Empty petroleum containers up to 10 gallons capacity (i.e. oil cans, etc.) may be disposed of in the refuse waste container after all the product is removed.  Contact the Environmental Control and Engineering Division at ext. 6350 for disposal of containers above 10 gallons.

g. Please refer to Part II Section 4 for guidance on the management of used oil.
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
