General Non-Hazardous Waste Comments

a.
This guidance does not apply to hazardous waste.


b.
These guidelines apply to Depot and contractor personnel. 


c.
Burial of waste in the ammunition restricted area is prohibited.  ANMC will transport non-hazardous ash generated at the burning ground to the contractor-supplied roll off boxes.


d.
Personnel preparing statements of work, contracting officer's representatives, and the COE Resident Engineer shall include these requirements in their restrictions with contractor personnel.


e.
There are three choices for disposal of non-hazardous waste:

Method
Usage
Clean Fill areas
unregulated clean waste
Refuse waste containers
non-hazardous waste (non-liquid)

f.
Contact Environmental Control and Engineering Division (ext. 6350) for disposition of any items not specifically identified in this guidance.

g.
Wastes generated by contractors during the performance of government contracts must be disposed of under the provisions of this section (i.e. no off post disposal of Depot waste).

h.
Contractors have unrestricted use (without economic consideration) of the containers and fill areas for disposal of waste items generated during the performance of their contract.

i.
Depot personnel preparing statements of work, contracting officer's representatives, and COE Resident Engineer will include the policy outlined in this section in contracts.

Non-Hazardous Refuse (Garbage) Dumpsters

The Depot maintains a contract for collection and off-site disposal of nonhazardous waste.  The contractor supplies two types of waste receptacles (usually blue in color); dumpsters and roll off boxes.  The roll-off boxes are approximately 20 cubic yards in size and are for bulk disposal.  The roll-off boxes are located near the old Z-1 site and are positioned for receiving waste from dump trucks.  The smaller dumpsters range in size from 2 to 8 cubic yards and are located throughout the depot.  The volume of waste you have will dictate which container you should use.  

If you have an unusually large volume of waste to be placed in a container or require a change in pickup frequency, call Richard Brimer at ext. 6328.

The following items may be disposed of in the Depot's solid waste disposal contract containers.  (Any other item requires approval by the Environmental Control and Engineering Division.)
Garbage 

Empty Containers (i.e. oil cans, paint cans) smaller than 10 gallons

Empty, Punctured Aerosol Cans

Hardware contacted-only with oil (see comment below)
Empty and crushed cans larger than 10 gallons.

Construction and demolition materials (wood, metal, cross-ties, power poles, sheet rock, wire, etc.)

Leaves, shrubs, paper, etc.

If an item has been in contact with or contained only POL during its service life, it can be disposed of in the Depot dumpsters provided it has no free liquids.  Typical items include hydraulic hoses, gaskets, fuel hose, hardware and other similar items whose surface does not absorb the POL.  The Alabama Department of Environmental Management has ruled that the above material is rubbish.  This does not include fuel or oil filters.

 UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES ARE LIQUIDS TO BE PLACED IN THE REFUSE CONTAINERS.

Special Waste

    The ADEM requires annual recertification for special waste and requires preapproval (permits) to be placed in the dumpsters.  Special waste requires specific processing, handling or disposal techniques which are specified by ADEM on a case by case basis.  The recertification includes a laboratory waste analysis to show the waste continues to be non hazardous.  Special waste includes industrial wastes which are generated by an industrial process, but are not hazardous waste.  Uncontaminated concrete, soil, brick, rock, and similar materials are excluded from this definition.  Industrial wastes are generally repetitive and larger volume in nature.  The following is a list of special waste which are identified to ADEM.  Only the following special waste may be placed in the refuse dumpsters.  If you believe you have a waste which should be included, contact the Environmental Control & Eng. Division.  Other special waste not listed below must be disposed of through the HWSF.

Special Waste Items
Absorbent materials for POL

Boiler ashes

Filter cake from the treatment of ground water 
PCP treated wood

Sewage sludge

Steam Cleaning sludge


Plasma Cutting Residue

    The following items may not be disposed of in the above mentioned containers.  Any other items require approval by the RMD.

Any waste containing free liquids
Any empty container larger than 10 gallons

Hazardous Waste

CLEAN FILL AREAS

The following is to serve as guidance applicable to the disposal of items in clean fill areas:


a.
Only one fill area will be operated – the West Area.  Contact DPW-Roads & Grounds Division, Ext6019 for permission to use the clean fill area. 


b.
Fill areas are to be used for disposal of brick, clean concrete, and clean dirt.  Old or weathered asphalt and concrete with reinforcement bar may be approved for clean fill on a case by case basis (contact Richard Brimer, x6328). 


c.
These guidelines apply to Depot  and contractor personnel.


d.
