PART II

3  Management Of New and Used Oil

The following is to serve as general guidance for the proper management of used oil:

  a.
The definition of a used oil is "any oil that has been refined from crude oil, used, and as a result of such use, is contaminated by physical or chemical impurities".  Therefore, the following oils used at the Depot are to be considered waste oil: PE10, 30W hydraulic oil, fire retarding hydraulic oil (FRH), turbine engine oil, crankcase, 40W, 15W40, 10W, hydraulic, and transmission oil.

  b.
The waste oils listed above are to be managed as a non-hazardous waste provided that the oil has not been mixed with any other hazardous waste, in particular solvents (example: trichloroethylene, paint thinner, and NPX).  

The used oil collection containers must remain closed except when adding or removing oil.  All used oil containers (regardless of size) must be marked with the words "Used Oil", the building number and the cost center.  Markings must be readable from a minimum distance of 25 feet.

All oil added to an accumulation container must be filtered through a proper strainer.  This strainer is in the funnels that can be procured at the K-Yard.  The stock number is 7240002234482.  The Burpless funnel is also available at the K-Yard under stock number 7240014261569.  This is the recommended funnel, for it is more user friendly while providing "RCRA closed" abilities.  The Environmental Support Team will add the funnels to items being inspected during their RCRA inspections.  Additional help/questions can be answered by contacting Mr. Ken Rollins at Ext 6624.   

NOTE:  There is no reason for used oil to be mixed with solvents or any other hazardous waste.  However, should this occur, the oil must be managed as a hazardous waste and be labeled in accordance with Section 3.3 of this plan. 

  c.  Used oil tanks located outside of buildings will also be marked with the words "Used Oil" and the type of oil noted on the container.   

  d.  It is very important that waste oil not be mixed with solvents or have a water content of greater than 25%.  This will allow the waste oil to be managed as a non-hazardous waste and recycled (burned for energy recovery).  Recycling will result in the Depot receiving revenue for waste oil versus  having to pay per gallon for disposal.  This is a significant cost avoidance, since the Depot generates a large volume of waste oil on a yearly basis.  If the oil contains greater than 25% water, it will not be mixed with oil that will be recycled, but must be managed as a hazardous waste.  

  e.  It is not permissible to use trichloroethylene, paint or any solvent drum to collect used oil.

  f.  Any container (drums, tanks, etc.) used for the collection of used oil must be labeled with the words “used oil” and must be capable of being read from 25 feet.

g.  All used oil collection containers shall be closed except when adding oil. When using New Pig Funnels, in order to meet the “RCRA closed” requirements, all three latches must be closed except when adding oil.

h.  Once used oil drum is full the generator will transport to the Hazardous Waste Storage Facility (HWSF) the same day the container is filled.  Contact HWSF personnel prior to drop-off. 

i.  New and Used Oil containers must be stored inside a shop on concrete floors at a distance far enough from a door to prevent a container of 55 gallons (or greater) from spilling its contents outside the containment of the building (e.g., through a doorway, or under a wall to the ground outside, or into the stormwater).  Secondary containment can be used if necessary.  The secondary containment must have the capacity to contain 10% of the total volume of containers stored, or the volume of the largest container in storage, whichever is greater.

j.   Reuse of a drum requires all previous markings to be removed or painted over. The words “Used Oil”, the building number, and cost center must be stenciled on the drum before reuse. The words “Used Oil” must be readable from 25 ft. away.

k.    All used oil collection containers other than 55-gallon accumulation containers (drip pans, buckets, etc.) must be emptied, drained, or pumped into main used oil accumulation containers daily.  If collection container is used for draining that requires longer that one shift to complete, a log sheet must be filled out.  The log sheet will indicate the date, drainage starting time, and the name of person performing the task.

l.      All 55 gallon drums of used oil and fuel are required to have the following stenciled on the container: 


Used Oil and Fuel


Building Number (generation point)


Cost Center (generation point)

Stenciling is to be legible and capable of being read from 25 feet.

Oil Filters

  a.
Oil filters and gasoline filters will be managed as hazardous or non-hazardous waste, depending upon analytical data.  All filters will be containerized, labeled and handled in accordance with Sections 2.2 and 2.3 of this plan.  All filters should be drained as much as possible before being drummed.  
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
