5.0 PCB’s Management Guidance 

The following is to serve as general guidance for the proper management of PCB's:


a.
Items such as electrical transformers and capacitors to be excessed containing poly-chlorinated biphenyl's (PCB's) shall be stored in the PCB storage facility. 

b.
The generator of the items must confirm PCB concentration either through knowledge of the item or by analytical test.


c.
DRMO requires that a gas chromatography (GC) analysis be utilized before the items will be accepted for disposal. Any transformer removed from service should be transferred to the PCB storage facility, building 180.  A sample should be taken to determine if the oil contains PCB’s.  If definite knowledge is available that the transformer never contained PCB’s a sample is not necessary.


d.
When the results of the GC analysis are received, the item will be properly disposed.
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
