9.  Fuel Draining of Vehicles

The following is to serve as general guidance for the proper management of Fuel Draining of Vehicles:

a. Vehicles received from off base, post, camps & stations shall have the fuel drained from all fuel tanks to the maximum extent possible prior to being stored in the field locations. There should be no more than 5 gallons of residue remaining after the draining process is completed.

b. Fuel shall be collected into a 20K underground storage tank.

c. Fuel shall be disposed of through ANAD Recycle Program.

d. Vehicles that exhibit leaking from Oil / Hydraulic related holding tanks shall also be drained to prevent a possible environmental problem. The Oil / Hydraulic draining requirement is on a case-by-case bases and is not a 100% mandated procedure.

e. Oil / Hydraulic waste by-products shall be disposed of IAW Part II, Section 3 of the Red Book.
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
