4.  Available Spill Control Equipment Location, Physical Description & Capabilities & Emergency Facilities.

Location of Emergency Equipment

    The main organizations of the depot that would be involved in the control, containment and clean-up of a significant accidental release are the Directorate of Public Works, Risk Management Directorate, and Directorate of Mission Plans and Operations.  The following pieces of equipment with qualified operators are located within one of the above Directorates:

Physical Description and Capabilities of Emergency Equipment

(1)
Bulldozers - tractor driven machine having a blunt horizontal blade used for moving earth.

(2)
Dump Trucks - automotive trucks used for the transportation of bulk materials.

(3)
Backhoes - excavating machines having a bucket attached to a hinged boom.

(4)
Front End Loaders - wheeled vehicles with a hydraulic operated scoop used for excavating.

Tractors - four wheeled automotive vehicle used for multiple purposes.

(6)
Tanker Trucks - four wheeled automotive vehicle used to carry and transport liquid and bulk materials.

Portable Pumps - electric or gas pump used to remove liquids

(8)
Vacuum Truck - four wheeled automotive vehicles with suction apparatus.

Road Scrapers - four wheeled automotive vehicles with a flat blunt horizontal blade used to move materials off the roads.

In addition to the above equipment, the Depot Fire Department has the following equipment available for emergency response.  These vehicles are equipped with 2-way radio communication devices:

1 ea. 1/2 ton inspector's pickup truck - four wheeled automotive vehicle used for transportation purposes.

2 ea. Ambulances - vehicle equipped for transporting and treating the injured or sick.

1 ea. 1000 gallon per minute Ladder truck - vehicle equipped with hood and ladder used to assist firefighters

2 ea. all-terrain 1,000 gallon tanker trucks - wheeled vehicle used to carry and transport materials.

1 ea. small water tank - 200 gallon tank used for transport of water

2 ea. 1,000 gallon pumper truck - wheeled vehicle equipped with pumping apparatus.

2 ea. HazMat response trucks & 1 HAZMAT trailer - vehicle equipped with materials used to assist in a hazardous material or spill incident such as SCBA's, Level A & B suits, absorbent materials and other spill clean-up equipment.

(8)       Assorted sizes of plugs for storm drains - plug used to prevent liquids and/or solid materials from entering drains. 
 
(9)       26 SCBA units, 26 spare tanks - apparatus used to protect response personnel from coming into contact or being exposed to hazardous chemicals by means of inhalation.  

          (10)      11 Level A suits,  18 level B suits - apparatus used to protect response personnel from having skin come into contact with hazardous chemicals.

          (11)      11 Aprons - protective clothing used to protect personnel.

(12) 4 hard hats  - protective item to prevent head injuries.

The depot also maintains a dispensary that is fully staffed during normal business hours Monday thru Friday, first shift.  The dispensary

The dispensary also serves to monitor employee health where job exposures necessitate  periodic examinations to warn of employee over-exposure to specific contaminants.

Communication and Alarm Systems

    A Security Force is maintained at the Depot, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  This force consists of a central radio room with communication via units with mobile and hand-held radio units, stationary checkpoints, and roving patrols.  Vehicles utilized by the Security Force are equipped with emergency warning lights, and some units also have public address capability.

    In the event of an emergency, a steady siren blast of 3-5 minutes will be sounded.  Essential emergency information will then be passed on through supervisors.

Fire Extinguishing Systems
    Fire extinguishing systems are located throughout the installation and can be found on all forklifts, tow tractors, heavy equipment, container storage areas used for storage of hazardous waste and at fire stations.  

Spill Control Equipment

    The Environmental Support Team maintains a "community" spill container located at the north side of Building 423.  This container is for after hours used and is stocked with absorbent materials.  Some spill clean-up equipment is kept in this container.


    Sorbents and spill containment materials of various types are kept on hand at Building 45, Environmental Support Team, and the fire department’s response truck for emergency spills.  These include:

Oil containment booms

    The above listed items are used to absorb and/or solidify free liquids and may also be used to contain a release and/or spill. 

    Several chemicals that are available on depot have been accepted by EPA and can be used to neutralize chemical spills.  These include:

To neutralize acids:


(1) Sodium Hydroxide

(2) Sodium Bicarbonate (Baking Soda)

(3) Sodium Carbonate (Soda Ash)

To neutralize bases:


(1) Sulfuric Acid


(2) Phosphoric Acid


(3) Hydrochloric Acid
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
